Event Rules

1. Registration will be carried out exclusively through the official event website, using the
corresponding digital form.

2. The registration donation is $25.00 USD, which is non-refundable under any
circumstances.

3.Only individuals over 18 years old may participate. Minors are not allowed to participate.
4.Each participant may submit a maximum of six (6) photographs for evaluation.

5. Photographs must be taken exclusively during the official event hours and at the strategic
points assigned by CODEVISA at the start of the event.

6. Photographs taken beforehand, outside event hours, or in unauthorized locations will
not be accepted.

7.The use of DSLR, mirrorless, compact cameras, and smartphones is allowed.

8. Basic image editing is allowed, limited to exposure, contrast, color, white balance
adjustments, and minimal cropping.

9. The use of photomontages, removal or addition of eclements, generative artificial
intelligence, or manipulations that significantly alter the reality of the scene is not allowed.

10. The organization reserves the right to request the original files (RAW or JPG) for
authenticity verification.

11. Photographs must be submitted in digital format, following the technical specifications
and deadlines that will be provided by the organization.

12. Photographs submitted after the established deadline will be automatically disqualified.

13. The images will be evaluated by a specialized jury, composed of photographers and
professionals from the visual field.



14. The evaluation criteria will include creativity, composition, use of light, visual
storytelling, representation of Old San Juan, and compliance with the regulations.

15.The jury's decisions will be final and unappealable.

16. The selected photographs may be part of a physical and digital exhibition, as well as the
official publication of Foto Fest San Juan 2026.

17. Participants will retain the copyright of their photographs.

18. By participating, contestants authorize the organization to use the images for
promotional, educational, and event dissemination purposes, always giving proper credit.

19. The organization is not responsible for accidents, equipment damage, material losses, or
any incidents that occur during the event.

20. Each participant is responsible for their personal safety and for complying with the laws
and regulations in force in the event area.

21. Any inappropriate conduct, disrespect, violation of the rules, or attempt at fraud will
result in disqualification.

22. The organization reserves the right to modify logistical aspects of the event due to force
majeure, notifying participants in a timely manner.

23. Registration and participation in the Foto Fest San Juan 2026 constitute full acceptance
of these rules.
